The Canada Line will run separated from traffic and on
dedicated rails north-south from the emerging transportation
hub at Waterfront Centre to the heart of Richmond’s civic
precinct and to Sea Island, home to Vancouver International
Airport (YVR).

With 16 stations, new parking and bus facilities and countless
connections to destinations around the region and the

world, the Canada Line will be an important new link in the
regional transportation network. When the Canada Line

is complete, travellers will be able to check their bags and
receive their boarding passes downtown, and make the trip to
YVR worry-free in 25 minutes or less. Those boarding to local
destinations will be able to calculate how long it will take them
to get around every day, regardless of bridge traffic and road
conditions in 2010 and beyond.
